On behalf of the Kansas Wesleyan University and the Metropolitan Community College KC Forensic Squads, you are cordially invited to attend the 5th Annual Border Wars Swing Forensic Tournament to be held on February 4, 5, 6, 2011 on the campus of Kansas Wesleyan University in Salina, Kansas.  

This year’s special features: (3 Debate tournaments-2 IE tournaments)
· Part I

· On Friday the 4th, we will host 5 rounds and appropriate elimination rounds of Parliamentary Debate for both a Rookie Division (may have high school debate experience but no college experience) and an Open Division (open to all college debaters).   
· On Saturday the 5th, we will be hosting an IE tournament including all of the 11 regular A.F.A. IE events with 3 preliminary rounds and a final round.   
· On Saturday we will also be hosting 5 preliminary rounds and appropriate elimination rounds of  Lincoln Douglas Debate for both a Rookie Division (may have high school debate experience but no college experience) and an Open Division (open to all college debaters).  Participants may not enter Part 1 IE.   
· Part II
· On Sunday the 6th, there will be a 5 round Professional Division (open to high school, college and post college individuals) IPDA tournament with 30 minutes prep using IPDA guidelines for competition. (5-2-6-2-3-5-3). All competitors have 1 minute per strike and should use timers to insure fairness.  There will also be a IPDA TEAM: Team debate eligibility is equivalent to IPDA Varsity Division (open to all high school & college students). There will be a 30 minutes prep using IPDA guidelines for competition. (4-2-5-2-5-2-4-2-3-4-4-3)). All teams have 2 minutes per strike and should use timers to insure fairness.  THESE EVENTS WILL BE HELD DURING INDIVIDUAL EVENTS STARTING SUNDAY MORNING with appropriate elimination rounds.  Participants may not enter Part 2 IE.  Open CX will be allowed for team IPDA.  

· On Sunday there will also be another IE tournament with 2 preliminary rounds and finals featuring the 11 A.F.A. events.
· School Team Awards

· We will be giving the usual team sweepstakes awards but we have added more team awards for community colleges.  
· We also recognize the top novice in each individual event.

Please make all checks and PO’s payable to Kansas Wesleyan University Forensics for Part I and to John Brown University for Part II entries.
JUDGING FOR PART I & PART II:  One IE judge covers six slots, or fraction thereof, in Pattern A and in Pattern B.  One debate judge is needed for every two debate entries (NPDA, LD, & IPDA) or fraction thereof.  All judges are expected to be qualified and knowledgeable.  A very limited number of hired judges are available at $10 per uncovered IE slot, $60 per uncovered NPDA team, $30 per uncovered LD or IPDA entry.  All school debate judges are obligated for one round after their entry has been eliminated from competition.  All IE judges are obligated for the final round.  
DEBATE ENTRIES: The tournament will feature five preliminary rounds and appropriate elimination rounds of competition in open, and rookie divisions of NPDA in Part I on Friday, 5 preliminary rounds and appropriate elimination rounds of LD on Saturday,  and five preliminary rounds and elimination rounds of IPDA Professional Division (open to students and post college) plus Team IPDA (Open to all high school and undergraduate college students) in Part II.  We will follow NPDA guidelines for Parliamentary Debate, IPDA guidelines for IPDA, and NFS guidelines for LD.  Entries are due by 5:00pm CST, Tuesday, February 1, 2011.  You may submit your entries via email (gharm@kwu.edu) or fax 785 827-0927.  All entries will be confirmed.  We reserve the right to adjust the tournament schedule and add, combine, or eliminate divisions as entries warrant.  
IE ENTRIES: Our tournament will feature three preliminary rounds with finals in all IE events for Part I and two rounds and finals for Part II.  Each student may enter a maximum of three events per pattern. LD participants in Saturday’s tournament and IPDA participants in Sunday’s tournament may not enter IE.  Students may double enter duos with different partners. Students may not triple enter duos. It is each student's responsibility to get to rounds on time and to notify judges when he/she is double or triple entered.  We will strictly follow the time schedule.  Remember Part I rounds are 15 minutes shorter to accommodate the third round. When the schedule says it is time for a round to start, the previous round ends.  If a student hasn’t performed or if he/she is halfway through a performance, the performance or chance to perform ends.  So, students need to keep that in mind when entering multiple events and when planning performances for multiple entries.  A pattern in Part I will consist of one hour and fifteen minutes.  We will follow AFA guidelines. We do, however, reserve the right to adjust the tournament schedule and add, combine, or eliminate sections as entries warrant.  Electronic retrieval will be allowed for extemp.  However, internet access will not be allowed.
You may submit your entries via email (gharm@kwu.edu) or fax 785 827-0927.  All entries will be confirmed.  Confirmation packet: Every school entering the tournament will be sent a packet of information the beginning of tournament week with detailed parking information, maps, etc.

Swing Sweepstakes Awards: 

Swing Debate Team Sweepstakes for Part I and II – we shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three schools.  Schools must have entries in at least two of the debate formats, but if a school is entered in the third format, points from all formats will count. Results of 1 entry in each format plus the best record of not more than 2 of the best additional debate entries will be calculated for sweeps awards.

Swing IE Team Sweepstakes for Part I and II – we shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top four schools according to the points garnered from the top 12 events per school.  Awards will be based on the point system below.  

Swing Community College Individual Events Team Sweepstakes for Part I and II – we shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top two schools according to the points garnered from the top 12 events per school.  Awards will be based on the above point system.  

Swing Community College Team Debate Sweepstakes for Part I and II – we shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top two schools.  Schools must have entries in at least two of the debate formats, but if a school is entered in the third format, points from all formats will count. Results of 1 entry in each format plus the best record of not more than 2 of the best additional debate entries will be calculated for sweeps awards.    


Swing Community College Overall Team Sweepstakes for Part I and II – we shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top two schools.  A school must have an entry in a debate event as well as a draw event and an interpretation event in IE to be eligible to win the overall sweepstakes trophy.  We will count the 12 best individual events per school for Part I and Fart II and the best 6 debate entries per school for Part I and Part II.  LD entries for Saturday’s tournament will count toward the overall sweepstakes.  Awards will be based on the point system below.


Swing Overall Team Sweepstakes for Part I and II – we shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top four schools.  A school must have an entry in a debate event as well as a draw event and an interp event in IE to be eligible to win the overall sweepstakes trophy.  We will count the 12 best individual events per school for Part I and Part II and the best 6 debate entries per school for Part I and Part II.  LD entries for Saturday’s tournament will count toward the overall sweepstakes.  Awards will be based on the following:

Swing Pentathlon for Part I and Part II – We will award the top four IE competitors competing in five events.  We will count the top five events entered by each competitor and use the point system above.  The events must include 1 limited prep, 1 platform speech, and 1 interpretation event.   

Swing Individual Debate Sweepstakes – We will award the top four individuals who have competed in a debate event in both Part I and Part II.  Awards will be on the basis of wins & losses and then speaker points.

Swing Individual Endurance Award – We will award the top four students who were qualified for Pentathlon in at least one IE tournament and also entered in debate.  We will take their pentathlon points and add 5 points for each win in debate.  Debate speaker points will be used to break ties.
Part I Sweepstakes Awards
Pentathlon for Part I – We will award the top six IE competitors competing in five events.  We will count the top five events entered by each competitor and use the point system above.  The events must include 1 limited prep, 1 platform speech, and 1 interpretation event.   


Debate Individual Sweepstakes Awards for Part 1 - We will award the top 6 debaters who have entered in both NPDA and LD debates.  Awards will be on the basis of win/loss first and speaker points second

Individual Endurance Award for Part I – We will award the top four students who were qualified for Pentathlon in at least one IE tournament and also entered in debate.  We will take their pentathlon points and add 5 points for each win in debate.  Debate speaker points will be used to break ties.
Debate Team Sweepstakes for Part I – We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top four schools.  Schools must have entries in at least one of the debate formats, but if a school is entered in the other format, points from all formats will count. The results of 4 debate entries per type of debate will count toward the sweepstakes awards.   
IE Team Sweepstakes for Part I – We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top four schools according to the points garnered from the top 12 events per school.  Awards will be based on the above point system.   .  


Part I Overall Sweepstakes -- We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top four schools.  A school must have an entry in a debate event as well as a draw event and an interpretation event in IE to be eligible to win the overall sweepstakes trophy.  We will count the 12 best individual events per school for Part I and the best 6 debate entries per school for Part I.  LD entries for Saturday’s tournament will count toward the overall sweepstakes.  Awards will be based on the above point system.  

Community College Debate Team Sweepstakes for Part I – We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three schools.  Schools must have entries in at least one of the debate formats, but if a school is entered in the other format, points from all formats will count. The results of 4 debate entries per type of debate will count toward the sweepstakes awards.   
Community College Team IE Sweepstakes Awards – We will award the top three Community Colleges in IE for Part I according to the points garnered from the top 12 events per school.  Awards will be based on the above point system.   .  

            Community College Part I Overall Sweepstakes -- We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three Community Colleges.  A school must have an entry in a debate event as well as a draw event and an interpretation event in IE to be eligible to win the overall sweepstakes trophy.  We will count the 12 best individual events per school for Part I and the best 6 debate entries per school for Part I.  LD entries for Saturday’s tournament will count toward the overall sweepstakes.  Awards will be based on the above point system.  

Part II Sweepstakes Awards
Pentathlon for Part II – We will award the top four IE competitors competing in five events.  We will count the top five events entered by each competitor and use the point system above.  The events must include 1 limited prep, 1 platform speech, and 1 interpretation event.   


Debate Team Sweepstakes for Part II – We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three schools.  The results of all IPDA entries in Part II will count toward the sweepstakes awards.  Awards will be based on the same criteria as in Part I.
Individual Events Team Sweepstakes for Part II – We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top four schools according to the points garnered from the top 12 events per school.  Awards will be based on the above point system.   


Part II Overall Sweepstakes -- We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three schools.  A school must have an entry in a debate event as well as a draw event and an interpretation event in IE to be eligible to win the overall sweepstakes trophy.  We will count the 12 best individual events per school for Part II and the best 6 debate entries per school for Part II   Awards will be based on the above point system.  

Community College Debate Team Sweepstakes for Part II – We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three schools.  The results of all IPDA entries in Part II will count toward the sweepstakes awards.  Awards will be based on the same criteria as in Part I.


Community College Team Individual Events Sweepstakes Awards – We will award the top three Community Colleges in IE for Part I and Part II.


Part II Community College Overall Sweepstakes -- We shall award sweepstakes trophies to the top three schools.  A school must have an entry in a debate event as well as a draw event and an interpretation event in IE to be eligible to win the overall sweepstakes trophy.  We will count the 12 best individual events per school for Part II and the best 6 debate entries per school for Part II   Awards will be based on the above point system.  

Individual Awards

Individual Event Awards for Part I and II– we will award the top six in each event.  The Top Novice in every IE event will receive an award.


Parliamentary Debate, Lincoln Douglas Debate & Public Debate Awards -- We will also recognize with awards the top six speakers in all divisions.
